MAKING JUDGEMENTS: The student gains the ability to make a critical evaluation of processes and dynamics with respect to the functioning of the EU administrative system.
COMMUNICATION SKILLS: The student gains the ability to present the legal notions acquired during the course using a proper technical language.
LEARNING SKILLS: Attending the course, the student gains the ability to autonomously establish links among different topics of EU administrative law.

After a general introduction on the evolution of EU administrative law (4 hours), the first  and general part (18 hours) focuses on the forms of EU administrative action (direct administration, indirect administration, shared administration) and the different types of administrative procedures.
The second part (10 hours) focuses on the principles of EU administrative law (proportionality; due process, participation and right to be heard; access and transparency). The third part (8 hours) focuses on the review of EU administrative decisions and on non-judicial remedies (Ombudsman and Boards of appeal).
